irectorate of Industries, Govt. of

Maharashtra (GoM) is an executive
arm of the Industries Department of
Government of Maharashtra and is engaged
in implementation of government policies
for all round development of industries in
the state by seeking coordination amongst
the state level promotional corporations
like MIDC, MSSIDC, KVIB etc. and other
department of the government relating to
industries.

The Directorate of Industries has been
established to monitor, implement and
develop various schemes including Incentive
Schemes for promotion of industries
in Mabharashtra. It also assists the State
Government in the formulation of various
industry related policies and promotional
schemes viz. Industrial policy, SEZ policy,
[T Policy, Package Scheme of Incentives etc.

The Directorate of Industries implements
various schemes and incentives for promotion
of industries in Maharashtra. Most notable
among all the schemes is the Package Scheme
of Incentives 2013, the latest one announced
along with the latest Industrial Policy 2013
of the State.

The Directorate is supported by six
Regional Offices, a sub regional office at
Nanded and DIC (District Industries Center)
at every district. The powers to implement
the schemes are decentralised to maximum
extent and are vested with the DIC for
effective delivery mechanism at district level.

Schemes under the District Industries Centres
(DICs)

A number of schemes have been launched which fall

under the ambit of District Industries Centres (DICs). These
schemes help in fulfilling the goals of establishing the District
Industries Centres (DICs). These schemes are centrally
sponsored schemes as well as central sector schemes. The
following schemes fall under the DIC:-

Prime Minister’s Employment Guarantee Program
(PMEGP) : This centrally sponsored scheme under
the Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises
(MSME) was launched in 2008. The PMEGP aims
to generate employment opportunities for educated
unemployed citizens in rural and urban areas. The nodal
agency for the implementation of the scheme is Khadi
& Village Industries Commission (KVIC). Under this
scheme, 90-95% of the amount will be given by banks
as loans with 5-10% of the project cost in the industry,
service or business sector being the applicant’s share.
District Industries Centre (DIC) Loan Scheme: This
scheme is for the self-employed as well as the small unit
sector in towns and rural areas with population less than
I lakh and with capital investment being less than Rs. 2
lakhs. These small units are identified by the Small Scale
Industries Board and Village industries, handicrafts,
handlooms, silk& coir industries.

For entrepreneurs in the general category, 20% of the
total investment or Rs. 40,000 shall be the margin money
(whichever is lesser). For entrepreneurs in the SC/ST
category, 30% of the total investment or Rs. 60,000 shall
be the margin money (whichever is lesser).

Seed Money Scheme: This scheme is targeted towards the
self-employed who engage in skilled wage employment or

Ferrcdeeufia
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self-employment ventures. Institutional financial
assistance in the form of soft loans. Project cost to
avail loan facility under the seed money scheme
has been increased to Rs. 25 lakhs. For projects
up to Rs. 10 lakhs, seed money assistance of up
to 15% of the project cost is offered. For SC/ST/

OBC, the assistance provided will be 20% of the

project cost; the limit of assistance provided is

Rs. 3.75 lakhs with 75% of the project cost being

in the form of a bank loan.

* DistrictAwards Scheme : Toboostentrepreneurs’
spirits and celebrate their achievements and
successes, the state governments have started
honoring such entrepreneurs with awards at the
district level. The District Advisory Committee
formed at the district level shall select the
entrepreneurs to be awarded. The District Awards
Function is held on Vishwakarma Jayanti Day
which falls on varying dates every year. The award
function includes the display of the products by
the entrepreneur for sale and exhibition along
with workshops and discussion about the same.

*  Entrepreneurship Development Training
Programme : This scheme was launched to
impart training to the educated unemployed
people and encourage them to encourage self-
employment ventures or engage in skilled
wage employment. Training programmes under
the Entrepreneurship Development Training
Programme are:

o Entrepreneurship Development Training
Programme (12 Day residential)

Eligibility Criteria For Applying Under the
District Industries Centres (DICs)

Loan facility under the District Industries Centres
(DICs) can be availed under the various schemes
mentioned above. These schemes are promoted and
implemented by the District Industries Centres (DICs)
and loans can be availed under different schemes with
varying eligibility criteria.

Functions of District Industries Centres (DICs)

Various important functions are performed by the
District Industries Centres (DICs) for the upliftment
of a district and to put that district on the industrial
map of India. Some of the functions performed by
the District Industries Centres (DICs) are mentioned
below:-

«  Preparation of industrial profile of the district

— This helps in identifying the pros and cons
concerning setting up different industries in the
district in consonance with the availability of
infrastructure, raw materials, labor and land in
the area.

Assist entrepreneurs in obtaining licenses — To
set up an industrial unit, various types of licenses
are required- electricity board, no-objection
certificate, water supply board, etc. These licenses
are facilitated by the District Industries Centres
(DICs), making it easier for entrepreneurs to set
up industrial units in the respective district.
Acting as the focal point of industrialization
of the district — To make strides in the arena of
industrialization, the District Industries Centres
(DICs) act as the focal point. From providing
various clearances and licenses to facilitating
loans and granting awards, the District Industries
Centres (DICs) do it all.

Opportunity guidance of entrepreneurs — Lack
of knowledge about an existing opportunity
does more damage than the lack of opportunity.
District Industries Centres (DICs) help in
bringing to the fore various opportunities to
help entrepreneurs. This helps in generating
employment opportunities in addition to the
industrialization of the district.

Manpower assessment concerning skilled,
semi-skilled labour — District Industries Centres
(DICs) help in making optimum use of its
platform to identify the labour that is best fit for
the respective market. This helps avoid under-
employment.

Identify infrastructure facilities — For any
area to develop, infrastructure facilities are a
top priority for identifying the potential that can
be tapped from a certain area. Facilities such as
electricity, roads, warehouses, banking, quality
testing facilities etc are identified by the District
Industries Centres (DICs).

Prepare techno-economic feasibility report —
The District Industries Centres (DICs) prepare the
techno-economic feasibility report that analyzes
the performance of an industrial product, process,
or service to improve areas in need of it.

Advise entrepreneurs on investments made
— The District Industries Centres (DICs) advise
entrepreneurs on the various investments which
they seek to make. In this manner, they provide
consultancy services that help entrepreneurs
in making better decisions with respect to their

(NLP) 2022

®* The National Logistics policy (NLP) 2022
1s a comprehensive effort to address cost
and inefficiency by issues lying down an
overarching interdisciplinary, cross-sectoral,
and multi - jurisdictional framework for
developing the entire logistics ecosystem.

®* NLP was made for quick last-mile delivery,
ending transport-related  issues, saving
manufacturers time and money, and preventing
wasting of agricultural products.

® The NLP aims to promote seamless movement
of goods and enhances the competitiveness of
Indian industries.
Vision and Mission : The policy will create

a single window e-logistics market and focus

on the generation of employment, and skills and

make MSMEs competitive. All this will augment

the economy in various ways like employment

generation, inter-state, and international exchange

of goods. This policy move will bring India closer

to becoming a global manufacturing powerhouse

and pave its way to becoming a logistics hub.

Goals of NLP:

® The policy aims to lower the cost of logistics
and lead it to par with other developed
countries.

® The goal of this policy is to make the logistics
industry more efficient and lower its costs and
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small businesses and the people who work in
them gain profit.
The strategy aims to boost economic growth,
provide employment opportunities, and make
Indian products more competitive in the global
market.
To create a modern infrastructure of a world-
class standard by including all relevant
stakeholders in the process of holistic planning
and implementation.
The government’s latest policy comes with a
Comprehensive Logistics Action Plan (CLAP)
which details the NLP’s specific targets which
includes reducing India’s logistics cost to be
comparable to global benchmarks by 2030
and aiming to be among the top 25 countries
by 2030 in the Logistics Performance Index
(LPT).
Present condition of

Indian logistics sector :
India’s logistics sector is very complex
with more than 20 government agencies,
40 PGAs, 37 export promotion councils,
500 certifications. 10000 commodities, 160
billion market size. It also involves 12 million
employment bases, 200 shipping agencies, 36
logistics services, 129 ICDs, 168 CFSs, 50 IT
ecosystems and banks & insurance agencies.
Further, 81 authorities and 500 certificates are
required for EXIM.
The Indian logistics sector provides livelihood
to more than 22 million people and improving
the sector will facilitate 10 % decrease in
indirect logistics costs leading to the growth of
5 to 8% in exports.
Further, it is estimated that the worth of the
Indian logistics market will be around USD
215 billion in the next two years compared to
about USD 160 billion at present.
Investment Information and Credit Rating
Agency of India Limited (ICRA) estimates that
the sector will develop at a Compound Annual
Growth Rate (CAGR) of 10.5 per cent through
2025 after growing at a CAGR of 7.8 per cent
over the past five years. This sector employs
more than 22 million people in India, which
through skill development is expected to grow

at the rate of 5 per cent in 5 years.

Four significant steps to be undertaken for

National Logistics Policy (NLP) include :

1. Integration of Digital System (IDS): There will
be digital integration of 30 different systems of
seven various departments (like road transport,
railways, aviation, commerce ministries and
foreign trade).

2. Unified Logistics Interface Platform (ULIP):
This ensures shorter and smoother cargo
movement and enables the exchange of
information confidentially on a real-time basis.
This National Industrial Corridor Development
Corporation (NICDC) Logistics Data Bank
Project has been leveraged.

3. Ease of Logistics (ELOG): will enable and
ensure the ease of logistics business through
transparency and accessibility. Similarly, a
new digital platform Ease of Logistics Services
(E-Logs) has also been started for industry
associations to resolve issues by reaching out
to the government.

4. System Improvement Group: will monitor all
logistics-related projects regularly.

The NLP’s transformational capacities further
increase when combined with previous connectivity
and infrastructure improvement programs like:

The Gati Shakti Programme : PM
GatiShakti, also known as the National Master
Plan for multi-modal connectivity, which was
introduced in the previous year, was an essential
first step. Establishing the National Logistics
Policy will support the PM GatiShakti initiative
and complementarity. The NLP also offers an
e-handbook for standardization of warehousing in
the country.

The SagarmalaProgramme Sagarmala
Mission envisions using the potential of the
coastline and waterways to reduce the amount of
infrastructure needed to reach its targets.

The BharatmalaProgramme :  The
Bharatmala programme focuses on reducing critical
infrastructure gaps to increase the effectiveness of
road traffic circulation across the nation.
